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A Vision Rulfilled
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By Jan Druckenmiller/ The Sacred Portion Children’s Outreach

It wasin 1989 that the vision of a
home for orphaned and
abandoned Hlipino children was
first planted in the hears of Bob
and Barbara Morriss. They had
come from their home in Wedern
Australia to the Philippines on
several mission trips. During those
trips they noticed the children, so
many and so poor. They saw
children living under pieces of
cardboard and tinto shekerthem
from the elements They saw
children sifting though garbage
to find piecesof food to eat. They
heard of children being sold on
street corners so that the parents
could feed the rest of the family;
childrenwho would become usd
and abusd by pedophies. Allof
this they pondered in their heats
and decided that they would do
something about the terrible
situationsthey had encountered.

Blessed with a talknt for singing,
they began to gather other
singers and musicians fom their
home communiy resulting in a
100 voice choir and a sixty piece
orchestra. They practiced
diigenty and put on <veral
musicals. They had hoped to
reach their target goal for
financing the condruction of a

children’s home by the end of
the scond musical production.
However, the amount they had
raisesd was nowhere near w hat
was needed. They returned to
the Philippines with the funds
that they did have, hoping it
might somehow be enough to
start something for the children.
After viewing many pieces of
land that were beyond their
reach financially, they were
offered the use of a piece of
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The Rehoboth Children’

land by a church organization
called Christ to the Philippines. It
was on the back of the church
property, full of weeds and
pampa grasstalerthanthe talleg
man. Astream ran right down the
middle. Barbara remembers
thinking, “It’s no wonder no one
has thought about using thisland
before.” They dayed for six
weeks, utilizing local laborto help

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them clearthe land of debrisand
trees. The work had to be done
by hand as heavy earthmoving
equipment was hard to come by
in that area. Then, one blesed
day they were put in touch wih
the owner of a construction
company who graciously
provided a bulldozrat no cog to
finish clearing the Jland and
redirect the gream. The first gage
was over and their biggest task
wasnow before them;to raie the
financesforthe building.

Bob and Barbara returned to
Australia wih a new =zal in their
hearts and a spring in their gep.
They were expecting that, after
hearing their story, they would
receive no end of help from
peoplk who would catch the
vison. However, after sveral
radio intewviews and sharing at
group meetings, nothing was
forthcoming. They continued
along the line that they had taken
before, raising the needed funds
by any means they could. This
included putting on dinners in
their garden at Wobbly cottage
prepared by Bob, a professonal
chef by trade. Now and then
they would check with buildersin
Manila to get quotes on how
much they would need for
construction. They always
seemed to have a shortfall of
funds and inflation was alays
risng. There were tmes when
they nearly gave up butthe vision
of the children dill burned brightly
in their heatts.

Ten years after the acquisition of
the land, a building pemit was
applied for, architectural plans
were drawn and the concrete
shells of the buildings went up.
Thiswasthe stage of construction
thatwe saw inMarch, 2000 w hen
we made our first trip to Sampaloc
after connecting with Bob and
Barbara through the Internet. At
that point in time they were
making intemittent trips to the
Philippines, furthering along the

construction with whatever
funds they had. Progress was
dow, however, and they badly
needed a partner to come
alongside of them in thisproject.
The Sacred Pottion Children’s
Outreach agreed to do .

At first, we were only able to
offer man power and took our
first work team to Sampaloc in
October of 2000. Upon
returning home from that trip,we
began fund raising effotsonthe
U.S side. We were able to pass
on a substantial contribution
from a lbocal benefactor aswell
as some gnaler, but significant
contributions. To futher our
fund raising effoits, we invited
Bob and Barbara to the U.S fora
visit in w hich they were able to
speak at local churches and
share their vison. We took our
second workteam to Sampalc
in the fall of 2001. Another
substantial contribution allbwed
us to pass on to Bob and
Barbara the fundsneeded to dig
awelland put in a water tower
so that the orphanage would
have tsownwatersupply. And
so it continued, wih us taking
work teamsand God providing
the financial resources through

genemusheartson ourside of the

world. Fouryears after beginning
construction, the Rehoboth

and daughter, Rachel, made a
trip together to attend the
dedication of the Rehoboth

Children’s Home on July 19, 2003.
It was a joy to winess the
fulfllment of a vison brought
about by 14 years of prayer,
patience and persverance on
the part of Bob and Barara
Morriss The Mayor and other VIPs
wer in attendance as well as
friends and acquaintances from
the community of Sampaloc. An
inspirational talk, special music,
ribbon cutting ceremony, prayers
for the children and a luncheon

all made the opening of the
Rehoboth Children’s Home
official. Craig, Bruce, Kalie and

Rachel enjoyed visiting with
Flipino frends and holding
Rehoboth’sfirst three babies, Joel,
Leah and Matthew. God has
indeed provided a special
dwelling place forthes little ones
at the Rehoboth Children’s
Homes.

Snce its opening, 25 children

have come through the gates of
Rehoboth, rescued from stuations
that were putting them in harm’s
way. Sveral of those children
were eventually returned to their
birth families but, for the majority
of the children, Rehoboth has
become their home. It then falls
on the Administratve dgaff of
Rehoboth to begin to fomulate a
plan for thes children’s futures.
In the meantime, the children
needsmug be met. Thanksbe to
God, He hasraised up individuals,
corporations and other ministries
who, though their contributions,
have helped to create a dable,
financial base forthe operation of
the Home.

The Vision Continues....
Meeting Their Needs

| had the pleasure of spending
several weeks at the Rehoboth
Children’s Home in February. It
had been sx months sihnce my
last vist. My fird impresson upon
walking into the facility was how

clean evewthing was. My
second impresson was how
bonded the children had
become to their caregivers.

They respond to their caregivers
as any chid would to their
mother, which includes crying
for attention! In fact, the sound
of crying children iswoven into
the fabric of the daily life of the
home. Forme,thisisaffimation
that thes children are usd to

getting their needs met. There
are institutionsin thisworld w here
you could walk into a room full
of children and not heara single
cry. That isbecause the children
have given up. Ciring is a
conditioned rspons that is
reinforced when a child’s needs
are met. There is no reason to

cry when you have lkarned that
no one comes We are blessd to
have caregiversat Rehobothw ho
are vely loving and attentive to
the children’sneeds.

Recently | recewved, via e-malil,
the picture below. When |
opened the picture on my
computer, I repiced that the gaff
at the Rehoboth Children’s Home
seem to have an intutive sene of
what kids need apart from any
formal child development
training. One can only wish to be
inside that picture to hear the
screamsand gquealsofdelight as
the children splash around in the

waterfiled tubs out on the lawn.
Our babies at Rehoboth have
grown into toddlers and, as their
needs have changed, the daff
have responded accordingly. The
toddlers are being intoduced to
paint, play dough, markers and
other basic art materials to give
them seno1y experiencesthat are



beneficial at this gage of their
development. Se nsory
experences extend into meal
time where the toddlers are
allowed to feed them=lves even
though it makes for quite a mesg!
Recognizing their need to climb
and their love for hiding insde of
things, we now have a toddler
playroom equipped wih a Litlke
Tykesindoorclimberand slide and
have plans for an outdoor play
structure aswell We also have a
separate play area for the
crawling babies and had some
foam ramps and dairs made to
satisfy the mobilty needs of these
littlk explorers. Although the
schedule of the Home sometimes
necessitates the children being
confined to their play areas, they
are alo alowed to mam through

the house as any child would
normaly do in their home
environment. The atmosphere is
natural and homey, rather than
institutional ~ The children Ive
together asa family. They call
each other by name, play and
fight like sblings. Bithdays are
celebrated with a party in the
tradtional Flipino way. On
Qundays, the chidren and

need parents Although it has
been difficult to find someone to
commit to the postion of

permanent,resdent socialworker,
we have been able to utilize the
services of several ocial workers
to get the chidren® cas studies
and other papemwork completed.
As a result, some of the children
are finally moving through the
system and are being matched

caregivers head up the road to
attend church asa family.

Forthe children at Rehoboth, this
is theirhome and the caregiwvers
are doing theirbed to meet the
physical, social and emotional
needs of the children. But it’'s
not enough. These children

The children mug
first be made available for a
certain period of time for “local’
matching to familes in the
Philippines. Angel is our firg
Rehoboth child to be bleseed wih
a famiy. She hasbeen matched
locally with a Hlipino couple. As
the family w ais for their adoption
papemworkto be completed, they
have started visting Angel at
Rehoboth so that she can
become acquainted wih them.
A match was not found at the
local level for Joel, Leah or Ruthie
so their papemwork moved on to
the Intercountry Adoption Board
of the Philippines They wer
matched for international



adoption on June 14. Fe, our
deputy administrator and our new
social worker reviewed a pool of
applications from prospective
adoptive familiesfrom all overthe
world. It'sso exciting to know that
thee precious toddlers will ©on
have familes of their vely own.
We hope to get the papemwork
moving on the other babies and
toddlersat Rehoboth aswell. We
are praying that our new social
workerwho was hired in June will
stick around!

We are 0 very grateful to all of
our sponsrs for the part they are
playing in assuring that the needs
of the children at Rehoboth are
being met and that they are
getting off to a good dart in life.
We currently have sponsorsforten
out of the fifteen children who
resde at Rehoboth.

The Hands That Keep Things Going

Jan Druckenmiller is the
Administrator of the Rehoboth
Children’'s Home. Jan has an M.S
degree in Child Care Administration.
Afterrunning herow nearly childhood
program for 22 years, she felt a callon
her heart to serve a more needy
population of the w orld’s children.
She and her husband, Craig, started
an organization called The Sacred
Portion Children’s Outreach and
became involved inw orking w ith non-
government organizations in the
Philippines. God miraculously brought
the Druckenmillers and Morriss’
together through the Internet. As a
resut, SPCO partnered with Asian
Hope Missonary Outreach to raise
the financesto bring the construction
of the Children’sHome to completion.
Jan lives in the U.S and makes
periodic trips to the Philippines to
oversee the operation of the Home.
Although she feels that her trips are
not often enough nor are her stays
long enough, she is in almost daily
communication with the
Administrative staff of Rehoboth. Fe
describes Jan as the “iron that
patchesthe holes”

Fe Canlas is the Deputy
Administrator of the Rehoboth
Children's Home and carries the

w eight of the daily operation of the
Home on her shoulders. Prior to
becoming involvedw ith Rehoboth, Fe
completed a Ministerial course at
Asian Hope Bible Shool in 1999 and
w as pursuing a Bachelor of Theology
degree. When she firda met Bob and
Barbara Morriss, she told herself, “At
lag I canserve the Lord throughthese
people.” Follow ing the admonition of

Ephesians 6: 5 - 7, Fe has indeed
seved Rehoboth w holeheartedly
and for the Lord. She is currently
taking a Scial Work course so that
she will eventualy be able to
function as a licensed socialw orker
inprocessing the case studiesofthe
children at Re hoboth.

Morriss offered Claris a part time job
at Rehoboth. Par time became full
time and Claris has continued to
receive educationapplicable to her
postion as Adminigratve Assidant
including a course in QuickBooks.
The skills she is gaining are a great

help to herin herw ork. She feelsvery
blessed that God hasprovided a w ay
for herto fulfill herdream of obtaining
a good education, to help in the
support of her family and husband’s
ministry and to serve Hislittle children.

Eden Dumingyay isthe new
residential Scial Worker at the
Rehoboth Children’s Home. Eden
worked at S. Mary's Academy in
Caloocan City, Manila as a social
w orker after having passed her board
exam in July, 2003. She also w orked
as a residential social worker at
Slano Satellite Children’s Home, Inc.
in Bayombong, Nueva Vizacaya, the
provincew here she grew up.

Malnourished and physically
abused described Carlo when
he was first admitted to the

Rehoboth Children's Home at
the age of four. Using his fist to
threaten others and throwing
temper tantrums were outward
behaviors telling of the hutt and
abuse that Carlb had suffered at
the hands of his bith parents
when under the influence of
alcohol and prohibited drugs.
Whereas it was previously
difficult to solicit a gnile from
Carlo, he has now become a
much happier child though the
giving of care and unwavering
attention by the saff at
Rehoboth.

Carlo is now five yearsold and
attends the Rehoboth Early
Learning Center. He easly
comprehendsthe lessonsand is
gaining in confidence. He is
velty friendly and liked by his
classmates. He loves acting like
“kuya” or big brother to the
younger children and babies in
the Home.

Since

the curent population of the Home is mosly

babies and toddlers, the BEarly Leaming

Centerwasopened to needy children of the

community during its first year of operation.

Although they came into the preschool

lacking in many skill areas, the children made

great progressthroughout the year thanksto

their preschool teacher, Ms. Marvic Relletta.

The children were very happy in theirleaming

environment with all of the wonderful toys

and materials The Rehoboth Eary Leaming

Center finished out the school year with a

field trip to a televison/radio station in Manila on April 15th. Thiswasthe culmination ofa unit of
sudy on Communication. Manila isabout a three hourdrve from Rehoboth s it made foran
allday outing. Parentsofthe community children enrolled in the preschooljoined in on the field
trip asdid some ofthe Rehoboth staff. It wasa greatleaming experience forthe children (and
parents) and the daywasthoroughly enjoyed by all.

On April 19th, the preschoolheld a graduation
ceremony for those chidren who wil be
moving on to public school. The children
received a certificate presented by the Pagor
Ike of Chrig to the Philippines church and a
“commencement address’ was gven by Ms
Grace Parica, Universty of Rizal. The children
werevery proud oftheiraccomplishmentsand
fullof smileson thisspecialday.

Carlo, the only resdential child in the preschool this
pag yearwillbe continuing foranotheryearand will
be joined by hisbuddy, Angelo, another resd ential
child. In addition to Carlo and Angelo, eight new
chidren from the community were enrolled for a
totaloften children at the sart of the schoolyearon
June 13th afterthe two month break.




THEZOELYING-IN CLNIC

It isa matterof the deeped griefto see a fullterm pregnancyend in a stil born child. It was
being involved in thistype of grief experience with a young Hlipino couple that spurred Bob
and Barbara Morrison to revamp a portion of the Adminidrative building at the Rehoboth
Children’sHome into a prenatal and lying-in clinic. They envidoned a facilty where mothers
could get the proper care that they need during their pregnancy and professonal help
when the time came to give birth.

The Zoe Lying-In Clinic beganreceiving clientsfor prenatal care in May, 2004. On June 7 at
3:30 p.m. a 34 year old indigent client living in the mountains four hours away from
Rehoboth came into the clinic and at 4:00 a.m. spontaneoudy delivered a normal baby.
Snce thiswasthe fird client to give birth at the clinic, everyone wasvery excited. Fe, the
Deputy Adminidrator,got inonthe action and assiged in delivering the baby.

A second client was admitted on July 6, delivering a baby
gil on July 7 at 7:47 a.m. A third client folowed and then
came the 4th baby to be born on the premises of the
Rehoboth Children’s Home - ourvery own Michael who was
surrendered by hismotherimmediately after birth.

The clinic continues to provide prenatal care, but there
have not been any additional biths. Although the Zoe
Lying-In Clinic is ¢affed with a number of midwives, we lack

the support of a doctor. Dr. Martinez had sacrificially Michael came into
provided this rvice to us but recently suffered from a stroke the Home following
and is no longer able to assg in this capacity.

A big clap to Naida for her
untiring effortsto be more equipped in her field of mid-
wivery in handling clients at the Rehoboth maternity
clinic.

On April 26, 2005, in coordination with DSWD Sandards
Bureau, the staff at the Rehoboth Children’s Home
participated in a Early Childhood Care and Development
seminar. The staff were given training in procedures for
obsering, assesing and recording children’s development
using a developmental checklig. On June 18, 2005, a
“Pediatric Advance Life Support” seminar, was conducted
by Dr. Jocelyn R Tan, a local pediatrician. The stafflearned
how to do fird aid in case of emergencies such as: [Airway]
head tilt-chin lit maneuver, jaw-thrus maneuver, jaw thrug-
spine dabilization maneuver; [Breathing] rescue breathing;
[Circulation] pulse check: brachial artery; [Infant & Child]

carotid artery and chest compression, foreign body airway
obstruction.

The staff are grateful to have learned these life-saving
techniquesin order to be more equipped in caring for the
little chidren of Rehoboth. One casual employee
commented, “It’'s worth working here. Aside from the fact
that | am earning a wage and enjoying my work as a

caregiver,lam growing asa personeveryday.”
