The Rehoboth Children’'s Home
provides a temporary shelter for

children who have been
neglected, abandoned,
surrendered or orphaned. Our

goal is to eventually place these
children for adoption when no
option exists for them to be
reunited with their birth families.
We are very grateful that we now
have a full time social worker who
can process the children’s
paperwork to make them
available for adoption. The
children are first presented for
local matching with any potential
adoptive Hlipino families. If no
matches are found at the local
level, then the children’s
paperwork proceeds to the
Intercountry Adoption Board of
the Philippines for international
matching. We are excited to
announce that our first child
matched for international
adoption is now home in the US
with her adoptive family.

Hannah Ruth entered the
Rehoboth Children’s Home when
she was just eight hours old. For
the first two years of her life,
Rehoboth was her home and she
bonded to her caregivers who
provided the love and nurture that

she needed. But even the
dedicated care provided by the
staff at Rehoboth is not a
substitute for the loving arms of a
family. And now, Hannah Ruth
has just that...a forever family of
her very own to wrap her in their

love. Hannah Ruth’s adoptive
mother, father and brother
arrived at the Rehoboth

Children’s Home in October and
stayed for ? days, allowing

Hannah time to adjust and bond

with them. The separation for the
Rehoboth staff was difficult, of
course, with many tears shed
when the day of final parting
came.

Hannah's family celebrated her
birthday shortly after returning
home to the U.S and blessed us
with pictures of Hannah in her new
environment. What a happy girl
and what a blessed family to have
Hannah as their daughter!

In ?, a very malnourished 10
month old baby was admitted
to the Rehoboth Children’s
Home. Initially, the staff were
very worried about the condition
of thisbaby because he wasnot
showing any emotion and could
not even hold his head up by
himself. With a help of a
nutritionist who consulted with
the Rehoboth Children’s Home,
John Rey Carlo (JC) has steadily
gained weight to where now,
two months later, he doesn’t
even look like the same child.
It's amazing the difference that
proper nutrition can make to a
child’s health and ability to
develop and function normally.
The staff at Rehoboth are very
happy to see such a remarkable
change in thispreciouslittle boy.

The Sacred Portion Children’s
Outreach is hoping to be able to
fil any leftover space in the
shipping <container with
humanitarian aid in the form of
clothes, household items,
medicines, etc. that can be
distributed to needy people in the
Philippines through local churches
and other charitable
organizations.
