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Giving Children a Future and a Hope

The Rehoboth Children’s Home
provides a temporary shelter for
children who have been
neglected, abandoned,
surrendered or orphaned. Our
goal is to eventually place these
children for adoption when no
option exists for them to be
reunited with their birth families.
We are very grateful that we now
have a full time social worker who
can process the children’s
paperwork to make them
available for adoption. The
children are first presented for
local matching with any potential
adoptive Hlipino families. If no
matches are found at the local
level, then the children’s
paperwork proceeds to the
Intercountry Adoption Board of
the Philippines for international
matching. To date, one child has
been successfully placed forlocal
adoption and three children have
left for international adoption.
Seven more children have been
matched with families around the
world, including the U.S, Canada,
Fain, ltaly, Fance and Australia.

Lea and Joel were two of the first
original three children to come
into the Home when it first
became operational in June,

2003. Joel left with hisadoptive
family in December, 2005 for
Audtralia. One month later in
January, 2006, Lea followed her
playmate of three years, making
her home also in Australia with
her adoptive family. Hopefully,
Joel and Leah will have an

opportunity to see each other
from time to time as they grow.
How wonderful if Bob and

Barbara Morriss, the founders of
the Rehoboth Children’'s Home

What you have done for Lea
during her time at Rehoboth will always be shared with her as a
treasure for herto be thankfulto God for.”

Even though children are leaving
for adoption, the Rehoboth
Children’s Home remains full
Three new children were admitted
between November, 2005 and
February, 2006. The population of
the Home has also changed
somewhat. Whereas before the
resdents were mostly infants and
toddlers, there are now a handful
of children in the 4 to 7 year old
age range including a sbling
group of three. These children
enjoy attending the Rehoboth

Early Learning Center each day
which is preparing them for later
enrollment in elementary school.

During this school year, the
chidren have been learing
about their world around them.
They have learned about their five
sensesand how they can use their
sensesto make discoveries about
their world. They have been
studying plant and animals and
different types of environments.
For the culminating unit of the
school year, the children will be
learning about the importance of
keeping theirworld clean.
