
2) To address the needs of 

Filipino families by providing 

support  systems that will 

help families stay intact and 

give them the  capability 

to raise their own children.  

 

The Sacred Portion Childrenõs 

Outreach, along with Asian 

Hope Missionary Outreach of the 

Philippines, is working to support, 

educate and preserve Filipino 

children and their families by 

establishing an extraordinary 

facility to serve Sampaloc, 

Every child deserves to have a 

family to nurture and guide them 

through their growing up years.    

By all rights, it should be the childõs 

birth family that provides this 

backdrop for love, growth and 

development.  For many children 

in the Philippines and across the 

globe, this is not the case.  It is 

estimated that there are as many 

as 143 million orphans worldwide.  

Poverty often cripples a familyõs 

ability to care for their children 

and the children end up 

neglected or abandoned.  Death 

of a parent may leave a child 

orphaned with no extended 

family members in a financial 

position to assume responsibility 

for the child.  Young women 

become pregnant and do not 

have a support system or the 

means to be able to raise their 

child themselves.   Many children 

are growing up in orphanages in 

the Philippines which are no 

substitute for a family.  The vision 

of the Rehoboth Childrenõs Home 

Expansion Project is twofold:   

 

1) To provide for children who 

have lost their families due to 

poverty  o r  o t h e r 

circumstances and to make 

an alternative plan for their 

 future through adoption   
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p o s i t i v e l y  i m p a c t  t h e 

communityõs health, education 

and economic needs and thus 

prevent children from becoming 

abandoned or orphaned.  In 

March 2007, the final payment 

was made on 5 acres of land 

located directly across the road 

from the Rehoboth Childrenõs 

Home.  Highlights of the 

p r o p o s e d  e x p a n s i o n  o f 

Rehoboth include a new baby 

home, medical clinic, school, 

vocational training center, 

employment opportunities and 

sustainable agriculture.  These 

p i e c e s  w i l l  a l l o w  t h e 

infrastructure to be built to 

attend to the immediate 

physical and emotional care of 

children and families and, more 

significantly, to address the 

future economic and cultural 

viability of Sampaloc.  The 

blueprints are already in place 

thanks to the support and 

dedication of Engineering 

Ministries International (eMi), who 

recognized that assistance on 

this project was needed due to 

a lack of qualified professional in 

t h i s  r e l a t i v e l y  i s o l a t e d 

community.  eMi spent 10 days 

at the expansion site learning 

about Sampalocõs history, local 

materials and building methods, 

and the areaõs weather patterns 

in order to generate design 

plans that will be well received 

and stand the test of time.   

 

An Opportunity to 

Change Lives  
 

On July 14, 2005, a very 

malnourished ten month old 

baby was admitted to the 

Rehoboth Childrenõs Home.  

Initially, the staff were very 

worried about the condition of 

this baby because he was not 

showing any emotion and could 

not even hold his head up by 

himself.  With the help of a 

nutritionist who consulted with 

Tanay, the Philippines.   The 

purpose of the Capital Campaign 

is to raise the funds for the 

construction and operation of this 

facility with the end result being a 

brighter future for the children of 

the Philippines.   

 

Imagine the change you can 

create if a family doesnõt have 

to give up its children because 

the parents cannot care for 

them.  

 

Imagine the hope you can 

give if a widow or young, 

unwed mother can gain the 

skills to support herself and her 

children.  

 

Imagine a place where 

expectant mothersõ medical 

needs are met and healthy 

babies become healthy 

ch i l d ren ,  fam i l i es  and 

communities.  

 

Expanding the Vision  
 

It is crucial that we continue to 

address the immediate concern 

of children needing to be rescued 

f rom d i re  c i rcums tances .  

However, it is imperative that we 

also look at what causes families 

in Philippine culture to break 

down and what support can be 

offered to keep them intact.  The 

Sacred Portion Childrenõs 

Outreach and Asian Hope 

Missionary Outreach are looking 

to the future with an expanded 

vision for the Rehoboth Childrenõs 

Home that will do far more to 

the staff, John Carlo (JC) steadily 

gained weight to where, four 

months later, he did not even look 

like the same child.  In some 

cases, such as that of JC, 

admitting a child to the Rehoboth 

Childrenõs Home can be a saving 

gift of life.   

 

The need may always exist for a 

safe haven in which children can 

recover from a devastating start in 

life and move on to a brighter 

future.   But we need to set our 

sights on what we can do to 

provide families in the Philippines 

with the support they need to rise 

above their circumstances so that 

children like JC do not end up on 

deathõs door.  Education, 

employment and access to 

affordable medical care are 

three key elements that are 

incorporated into the expanded 

vision of the Rehoboth Childrenõs 

Home.

Josh and Brita McKenzie of Bozeman, Montana 

have committed to going to the Philippines for an 

initial six month stay.  Josh and Brita were part of a 

work team that went to Rehoboth in 2001.  Josh 

returned to Rehoboth in October, 2007 on the team 

from Engineering Ministries International.  Josh has a 

degree in Construction Engineering and a number 

of years of experience working in his field.  Josh and 

Brita have a real heart for this ministry and a desire 

to serve.  Josh will be stepping into the position of 

Construction Manager for Phase I of the project.  
 

We have Funds and are Ready to Raise More!

She and her 

husband Ron, along with their 

three grown boys, Jake, Matt and 

Tom, recently returned from 

Rehoboth where they met and 

brought home the newest 

members of their family.  These 

reflections detail their trip and 

experience of Philippine culture, 

the Filipino people and first 

moments with their new boys.  

 
 

Weõve been home a week and  

Iõd like to share with you some of 

the experiences we had as a 

family. On Saturday, October 11, 

Ron and I flew from Melbourne to 

Sydney and met up with our 3 

older boys, Jake, Matt and Tom, 

at the airport. The adventure was 

about to begin. We landed in 

Manila at about 7:30 pm and took 

a taxi to the Galleria for our first 

night in the Philippines. We stayed 

in Manila for one night as we were 

headed to Panglao Island for five 

nights at a little resort named 

Linaw Beach. We experienced a 

lot of culture shock driving to the 

resort and many times thought 

òWhere ARE we going?ó However, 

after being welcomed by the 

wonderful staff there we relaxed 

and enjoyed a fabulous time and 

even extended our  stay to six 

nights. Whilst we were at Linaw we 

enjoyed the wonderful Filipino 

hospitality and the sights around. 

Ron and I went off of on a 

countryside tour of the island 

and saw the famous Tarsier 

marsupials (no they are NOT 

monkeys!) which are no bigger 

than your hand and the  

fascinating Chocolate Hills, so 

named as in the summer they 

turn a deep chocolate brown.  

The day before that the boys 

and Ron had hired motorbikes 

and toured around Panglao 

Island. Such a beautiful place! 

The resort staff really made us 

feel at home and also took 

Jake, Matt & Tom out with them 

on our last night ð lasting 

friendships were made.  
 

The Philippines is a lovely land 

with beautiful, friendly people 

but also a lot of sadness and 

extreme poverty. All of us saw 

things that were so disturbing. 

We really do take for granted so 

many of our blessings.  
 

All too soon our time at Panglao 

Island came to an end and we 

boarded a super cat ferry for the 

journey to Cebu where we were 

met by David Gray and some of 

the boys from  òCornerstone 

Houseó where we spent the 

weekend. It was so good to see 

the ministry work of David and the 

other pastors and share in the 

experiences that so many of our 

year 10õs do from our Christian 

school here in Leongatha, 

Victoria. A highlight for me was 

the visit to the Leprosarium  which 

houses many men of all ages. Our 

church supported this ministry last 

year so it was great to meet the 

men there and to become 

acquainted with them. Whilst in 

Cebu we had some opportunities 

to try native Filipino dishes and 

they were delicious! And, who 

could forget the heat, especially 

when the power was off! Butéwe 

survived and enjoyed it so much.  
 

After our weekend in Cebu we 

boarded yet another plane 

bound for Manila. This was on a 

Monday and by now we were 

starting to get a bit anxious as to 

whether we would actually really 

get to meet our little boys as we 

Three More Added to Our Family!

After three years in the adoption 

process we were going to meet 

the three little boys who would 

become part of the Nauta family. 

To say I was a bit nervous is an 

understatement but this was 

coupled with great excitement.  
 

We drove out to the Rehoboth 

Childrenõs Home which is about 

two hours from Manila in a lovely 

mountain area, very lush and 

green.   Then...the moment we 

have all been waiting foréwhen 

we got to meet our new sons! Oh  

it was such a special time. They 

came out one at a time (with their 

carers) wearing the new clothes 

we had sent them. At first there 

were very cautious about all of us 
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(there were five of us!) but within 

a short time each one of the 

boys was becoming confident 

and familiar with us. I cried, yes,  

when I saw them. How brave 

and how special each one of 

these little boys are. Jake, Matt 

& Tom quickly gathered them 

into their arms too. It was soon 

clear that there was a bond 

between the little ones and their 

òkuyasó (older brothers).  
 

We all stayed a night at the 

Childrenõs Home in the guest 

house and then our older sons 

had to fly back to Sydneyéthere 

were goodbyes and tears from 

the little ones when they left.  
 

Then, back to Manila for two 

more nights and getting to know 

our new sons. I am amazed at 

the confidence these little guys 

have and I thank God for that. 

The staff at Rehoboth did a 

fantastic job of preparing the 

boys for us as their new family. 

Each night they would read the 

boys their story about us and 

now those books are precious 

possessions being kept under 

pillows at night. I also am so 

grateful for the beautiful life 

book the staff had made for the 

boys.  There are lovely memories 

for the boys as they grow up 

which will help them I am sure.  
 

So now, one week on, and we are 

home with our precious sons. Life 

is busy for sure and my washing 

machine has a hard time keeping 

up but itõs just wonderful. They are 

so precious to us.  We are SO 

thankful they are all eating well, 

ad just ing wel l  and,  very 

importantly, sleeping well! So far 

we have not had any broken 

nightõs sleepéthis is amazing with 

three boys aged 2, 3 and 5.  The 

language is coming along too 

with all of us managing to 

communicate. Lit t le Russel 

learned his first English word of 

òcomeó. I think he heard that SO 

many times at the airport!
